Astrology 2008
The previous two decades on planet Urth has taken us all through a transitional period from what has been (for centuries) to what might become (Vision).  

As a gardener, I liken this process to scanning one’s garden and realizing that some plants are old and tired and that the garden needs a massive overhaul. Anyone with sensitivity does not bulldoze the lot and start again: rather it is a slow process of observation, of envisaging, researching, exploring and planning. Some beautiful older trees can be made a feature and new plants sown to create a different ambiance. Under this new astrology, the mixture of herbs and vegetables with flowering plants and fruit trees would be added. Quality, usefulness and beauty are in the mix. 
The advent of Pluto into Sagittarius in 1995 saw an explosion of the New Age movement and an expansive opening up of the internet: both of these enabled sharing of thoughts, ideas and discoveries amongst the people on an unprecedented scale. It moved us from monoculture to biodiversity in more than what the terms usually apply to – agriculture. This cross fertilisation of ideas and knowledge has prepared us well for the new cycle of Pluto in Capricorn which begins this year and takes us through to 2024. The global village is forming rapidly and this next cycle through to 2024 will see humanity through a massive restructuring of the planet itself, of our civilisations and societies and of our lifestyles. Sagittarius was about what we aspire to: the Capricorn era will be about the actual doing and creating. 
The shift now will disturb some people – particularly those of fixed ways, beliefs and ideals. Fundamentalism is found everywhere, amongst New Agees as well as in politics, commerce, religions, agriculture, industry and science. The 3 R’s of change: R(evolution), Renaissance and Reformation will be supported and influenced by stellar cycles of great depth and intensity. 
This year, 2008, sees us through the ending of this cycle of ‘exploration’ and the beginning of ‘implementation’.  It is therefore a year in which to discover how much of ourselves personally is still tied into what has been AND what could have been. ‘Letting go’ is a major challenge only so far as the thinking (or feeling) dominates. Once the action has occurred – freedom is found. What we do with this freedom is largely dependent upon our own individual talents and skills, our needs and desires, our wishes and dreams. 
The next stage is the experiencing of the freedom within a culture and societal structure that will be undergoing massive upheaval. Now, it is the freedom to choose and to act; to do and to actively participate with others in the doing. 

Choosing wisely is our Solar Village theme: Love – wisdom. The major Curriculum of our planet Urth is active Intelligence.  Love is intelligence although at this stage of evolution, most humans experience it as attraction, sentimentality and yearning for unity and harmony. To those in the next Kingdom (5th Kingdom of Souls
) Love is experienced as pure reason. 
This next cycle of the unfolding Plan and evolution of this planet (with its 5 kingdoms interrelating and interacting in life’s dynamic diversity), shall require of us: reasonable kindness and wise application.  Try not to panic – we have 16 years to learn this! 
In between we have the ‘platform point’ of 2012 to reach. From now until the summer (Oz) Solstice 2012 we are in a quickening, (an initiatory cycle) and the challenge is to ‘Keep going’ to adjust, integrate, change, morph and embrace the dynamic.

NUMEROLOGY OF 2008
To begin the transition we have a leap year: an extra day 29 February in Pisces.  
29=11=2. Master day. The date is 29/02/2008 = 5 [Change point!]

The year 2008 AD

2 = choice and the understanding of unity. [We] 

00 = space through which the God force and Holy Spirit can work.

8 = time, power and authority. 

2: The shift from the egocentricity and development of individualism which hallmarked the Millennium of [1] … towards unity and team experience is still relatively new to us. Races and creeds, cultures and nations, beliefs and lifestyles, fashion and food … the global village beckons. ‘When two or more are gathered together…’ is becoming a very real experience. The number two is highlighted in the Major Arcana of the Tarot as ‘The High Priestess’ who knows the truth and wields the law. This indicates a shift from the masculine dominated (exclusive) to the feminine which is by nature, inclusive. We grow from the ‘me’ to the ‘we’ and from the singular to the plural. In the Minor Arcana (elemental level of being which is our daily human experience) the two’s indicate choice. 
00: Numerologists have a party with this double zero. Nought in computers is a major part of the binary code. The next development in that technology will head towards the trinary code. Zero technology will flourish. Yearning for space in much of what we experience and create will become apparent. Feng Shui could become useful and popular this year. Minimalist thinking and simplicity will work better than clutter and complexity. 
In esoterica, the zero refers to the spaces between matter through which the God force and Holy Spirit can work miracles. The unknown is okay – in truth, it is good. In the Tarot, the zero is the Fool Card – the soul embarking on its journey of experience. 
8: Traditionally the sign of infinity. In biblical code, the number of the Christ, representing the ability to resurrect – and master the mortal coil. 
Mathematically, 2 (cubed) is16 which reduces to a 7 – the ending of a physical cycle. Are we being given the same message from different symbols.

In lots of ways, we are indeed, experiencing the ‘end of time’ as foreseen by the Mayan prophets. On Urth now, we can watch the tennis as it is happening in another part of the world. Time/space has convoluted. We have transport which flies us through time zones. We rush here and there and people speak of being ‘time poor’. Climate change is altering our instinctive clocks and as the plant kingdom alters – so does our perception of ‘seasons’. We arise at the same time in winter as in summer. Our biological clocks are programmed according to our own will and are no longer dependent on the rising or setting of the sun. Many have now acquired the ability to set their own inner clocks without external alarms. There are only two places on the planet which keep atomic time – all other attempts at ‘marking time’ are just that – attempts. Since the atomic grade of our life forms is also quickening – then time is changing. What this all means is no longer something to just complete and debate – now, we are actually experiencing it. 

That is the crux of the difference these days … from hypothesis to actuality is the leap we are taking. 

$ and coins – our economic structures and commerce are not so much the 8 as they have been a societal construct and are not natural to the planet. Here, the 8 refers to the authority and power base of the planet. It may well have appeared to be centred on money for a few centuries. Perhaps the realisation of this - is part of the process of awakening. Numerologically however, the influence of 8 is about learning to understand and utilise one’s power wisely. In Tarot it is the Strength card whereby our higher selves master the dominance of the lower instincts. [Note: does NOT ignore them but grants them due credence!] 
Total: 10 The Wheel of Fortune turns. Once again, we enjoy the influence of 1 and zero which reduces to a 1 indicating the beginning of a new cycle (the Magician!). 
And so it is.

CHINESE ASTROLOGY:  Starts 7 February. 
The Year of the Rat. 
Rats are resourceful, clever, agile and enterprising. They are also parasites - they thrive on garbage and therefore carry disease. The Year of the Rat augers well for those with natural cunning and resourcefulness. The positive spin here is on seeing opportunities when they arise and heeding signs of danger. Watch for ‘rats leaving a sinking ship’ as indicators of what is about to collapse. Recycling of what has been considered ‘waste’ shall surface as a major social issue this year. It is an excellent year to take a good look around and clean out. Waste in general shall be a focus… of energies, of money, of resources, of talents and skills, of a consumer driven world. Enterprising characters will do well to consider how to utilise what has been discarded. E.g. there are lots of innovations and inventions that have been overlooked. 

There are many sites on the internet now that inform and explain these metaphysical perspectives. The remainder of this document gives the astrological view of the year ahead within the context of the Greater Cycles.
ASTROLOGY IN 2008 AND BEYOND

Some of what I write about here will be the long term effects of this year’s transition. The year 2008 is indeed a ‘changing of the guard’ in terms of our evolutionary focus. From late January to June we shall be acclimatising ourselves to the Capricorn energies. Then from late June to late November, there is a reviewing stage when we can revert back for a while to bring final closure to the Sagittarian influence of the last decade or so. It may well therefore feel to be a strange year in that much is changing but it will take a while – well into 2009, before we can truly begin to grasp the enormity and strength of this major shift of energies. 
Astrologically, there is a strong influence of the theme of time: Capricorn rules time as in the Ancients, time lords and structure of time/space. Saturn (in our solar system) is traditionally referred to as the ruler of Time (age, wisdom, karma, fate, destiny, patience etc). Although I personally experience it as a sort of ‘bureaucratic and management centre’ of the solar village. Saturn in Virgo is anchoring a new energy (time system?) into the crystalline mineral kingdom on the planet. The past is rapidly becoming less and less relevant and our ‘stint’ thinking about the future (Sagittarius) has refocussed our collective attention. Being in the here and now is strange for it is moving so rapidly. One’s focus is most helpful if anchored within oneself and within the symmetrical centred body. Spinning and exercise, plenty of rest and quality sleep, and maintaining a keen observation of both one’s own biological form and the fluxes in the outer world  - will be likewise helpful. Being conscious and aware through such a rapid transformation in the planet is rare so lifting oneself out of the ‘angst’ and enjoying the ride – is a good idea! 
Through it all, the emphasis remains on being human, evolving humanity and the changing planetary world. The new energies streaming forth through Pluto in Capricorn and Saturn in Virgo will enable us to be more grounded and align ourselves more easily with the earth itself. We shall become more practical, pragmatic and realistic. Our great philosophical banquet of the last two decades has fed us well. Now we get to see what works and what doesn’t – in the moment. 

1. Aquarius: 

The wider cycle of the Precession of the Equinoxes and our transition from the Age of Pisces into the Age of Aquarius is the largest backdrop upon which I shall describe our year. We are here during the ‘shift’ - a change in the Age/era - as we are transitioning from Pisces to the energy stream from Aquarius which will affect our planet (and us) for nigh on 2,000 years. So it is wise indeed, to be aware of this. Aquarius is about the human species becoming aware of itself and taking on the responsibility for its own evolution. Knowledge will pour forth from the 5th Kingdom of souls (and beyond) into humanity to assist in this massive growth and expansion of potential. Likewise, the sharing of knowledge with each other has only just begun. 
There are three main foci filtering the universal and galactic Aquarian energies through into our little world: 

(a) Neptune
Entering the third decanate of the Aquarius spectrum, Neptune draws us closer to the Venusian influence and here we begin the process of unification of heart and mind. Whereas previously, we experienced a duality between heart and mind, now we can begin to recognise that when the heart and mind speak as one, our soul listens. Likewise we sense the truth when both are active in unison.  It is the introduction of true intelligence. Psychology currently describes emotional intelligence and this is certainly a relatively new concept. Scientists have discovered that the physical organ of the heart holds a memory of its own.  This cycle continues to impress upon human consciousness until 2011/2012. 
The earthly human experience of Neptune is most commonly expressed in fantasy, dreaming and mysticism. It has helped us create a sense of ‘other worldliness’ through art, culture, film and television, music and the element of water as experienced in oceans, rain and rivers. It is most commonly related to spirituality (or what we have labelled as ‘spirituality’). We now embrace the human spirit, or the HU –man. This is merely an introduction, a homeopathic subtle dose, to the greater cycle which will grant us the space of a couple of thousand years or so to evolve the human species through into its graduation as a thinking, group conscious, naturally spirited whole. 
Here, the ability to create films, to record in real time what is occurring and to transmit this to others - is a precursor to telepathic ability which enables us to transmit images and thoughts across species and to each other. In esoterica, this ability is referred to as ‘The Science of Impression.’  

Chiron: Not regarded by all astrologers as important but is widely becoming an indicator of the activation of healing ability. I know my Chiron return was definitely such an experience. In Aquarius, the influence indicates how humankind has considered itself with regard to wounding and illness. In the second decanate, the healing of the mind is of paramount importance, focussing through Mercury. Mental illness will be spotlighted with thought-forms which are toxic to the human species becoming quite apparent. The influence of language will become more obvious in the causation and perpetuation of mental illness. Who/what do we think we are? 

Human Rights issues will be in the news with people beginning to question how we think. There will emerge a greater ability to put into words a Vision for Humanity. 

Interestingly, Chiron will not reach the third decanate (heart/mind) influence until 2009 when Jupiter in Aquarius will be expanding the collective mind. 
The Karmic North Node: In Aquarius until August 2009 granting us enough time/space to reconcile and dissolve old habits and patterns that seemed to have become endemic in the human species. New knowledge will dislodge those who want to hold onto their Kingdoms and the group consciousness will slowly but surely become the new paradigm. Team work, the ‘we’, collective bargaining and negotiation, collective will, ‘we, the people’ and humanitarian values will slowly but surely pull away from a projection of adoration or assumption of power by selective persons. Karmic clean up from the Egyptian era will reveal old wisdom and knowledge in a new light. We’ve come a long way folks! 
Summary of Aquarius: Who and what is ‘being human’? 
2. Capricorn: (Reformation) Pluto’s advent into this realm is relatively brief this year which is a relief for it will be very different to the Sagittarian free thinking, supermarket, banquet of possibilities - that have characterised the last 14 years. 

The homeopathic dose we are exposed to in 2008 will last from 26th January to 14th June, then from 28th November we will be ‘in it’ full-on for 16 years. The energetics of Pluto in Capricorn is very like the wizard learning to wield power with authority and refined expertise. Think of Mickey Mouse in Fantasia – learning to master the energies he now has access to.  By the end of this cycle around 2023/4 we shall be more masterful (hopefully).  * We here in Australia will see the advent of Pluto into Capricorn on Australia Day, 26 January 2008. 
3. Saturn in Virgo until late 2009/10 will highlight medical/health and environmental concerns. These will undermine any ‘wasteful’ or grandiose schemes. Work practises will be streamlined to be more health considerate and efficient. Micro technology will assist in the transformation from the heavy industrial era to a lighter, more compact approach to creating of housing, buildings and furniture. Instrumentation of all kinds will be refined. Work places will open to minimalist, light and fresh air surrounds. Sustainability on all levels will become crucial. Humanity has not quite grasped this concept – it is still theoretical in the minds of man. Localisation and provision of services, utilities and food production will become part of ‘essential services’. Self and shared sufficiency will become the new ‘fairness’. In many ways, humanity is just emerging from ‘adolescence’. 
The disposable, built in obsolescence and fast moving world will slow down. This will apply to all aspects of our lives. ‘More’ and ‘big’ will no longer be considered better. The lust for excitement and stimulation will recede quickly. 
Scientific discoveries will consolidate more efficient and stabilised societies. Science will become a lot more aligned with industry and contribute greatly to the new technologies. 

Teaching and education will become more focussed and pragmatic. Welfare problems with children will be disentangled from the education systems and child services will focus on practicalities. Franchising of what works will become a way of effective large scale approach to localised problems. 

4. Jupiter in Capricorn: Expansion and revelation of corporate financial world, traditional institutions and knowledge of the process of evolution known as initiation. The tracing of contractual agreements made in ‘patriarchal’ and ‘secret’ organisations will become evident and on a personal level, the awareness of traditions and ‘vows’ that may now be inappropriate and restrictive.  Genealogies and archives of knowledge kept in hierarchical sub-societies. Awareness of class systems and societal structures which have been on the ‘edge’ of consciousness but not generally spoken of amongst the masses may lead to revolution in oppressive cultures and R / evolution in more democratic nations.   
The call will be there for ethics and integrity in all levels of governance and institutions. There are likely to arise: Revelations of such organisations as Cathars, Knights and Crusaders, Masonics and Rosicrucians; the awareness of inequalities perpetuated by societal structures designed to protect and maintain elitism. Countries directly affected India, Italy, Spain and Australia. Mass consciousness growing in awareness of structures (and intentions) designed to maintain elitism and the oppression of the masses: e.g. Shareholder activism is the first sign of the people awakening to the power they do have as a collective within a monetary structure in which they previously felt relatively powerless. 
A community quest for social ‘manners’, dignity and respect will resurface after a period of relative immorality and lawlessness. Expanded awareness of the influence of parenting on social problems will change social attitudes of “they should’ to ‘we can and must’. There will be en masse revelation of the reasons behind many traditions. 
The demise of education and training will become apparent - having sacrificed learning and skills development for the child-sitting role in an increasingly pressured workforce. A combined effort to restore quality training and education across many diverse social institutions will eventuate – over time. 
Inequality of services and accessibility will be revealed. This will extend into finances and health as well as education, training and support generally. 

Similar factors will be casting a halogen lamp on the judiciary in 2009.  
5. Uranus in Pisces: [Renaissance] will continue stimulating our etheric bodies and causing weather extremes until 2011. Water will continue to be a major influence whether less or more… Around March of that year, it will enter Aries, joining Jupiter, wherein the fire and atomic level of our planetary world will experience direct activation. At the same time, Neptune will enter Pisces enhancing the water element. The combination is likely to (re)create a firmament referred to in legendary prophecies. Mysticism and shamanism will join the knowledge base of Science.  A new energy stream will begin. (Most probably photonic). The atomic changes at this stage are filtering through our water element – both planetary and biologically. We are yet to realise what water IS. The intuitive faculty and overall sentience is developing rapidly. 
6. Some hints generally: [Some of this will begin to surface now and then retreat into the background, gradually re-emerging over the next decade.]
The care of the environment will be realised as a reflection and extension of care of each other and life generally. All out effort to lift the people through depression and reactivate confidence and trust will be intertwined with community activities and involvement in restoration of vast areas of devastated land. Some basic wisdom and knowledge from the past will be resurrected and integrated over the next two decades. Current trends of the ‘ownership’ of land for quick buying/selling and profit will be outlawed. Degrading land practices will be exposed. Massive transformation of agricultural practises world wide. Leasing could well emerge as a viable option within a few short years. ‘Greenwashing’ will be rife until knowledge and technology create real solutions. 
Guardianship –personal (human) and of land, wildlife and animals generally will become a new shared responsibility and expectation. Community creation and construction may well replace business based developers and large scale farming techniques. Local responsibilities will grow. The people will respond to need. The Governments will lag behind the people until reforms that enhance the principles of a shared democratic social system, are re-established.  Companies and Enterprises that ‘think big’ will collapse under the weight of stress and problems caused by reduced mobility and fewer resources. Local will be more prosperous that Global. 
Governance on all levels will become less about ‘policy’ and more about effective and efficient administration. The societal values over the next two years will be more clearly expressed and understood collectively and therefore the role of governance will change from a ‘to and fro-ing of values and ideas’ to smooth and careful implementation of what is truly needed. This transformation will take the full 16 years to evolve yet is already emerging in the community consciousness and awareness. Accountability and conferencing/consultation will improve dramatically. Expertise in areas of concern and applicability will become more valuable than power, influence or reputation. Bipartisanship is already merging the range of options into a common base of need and shared values. 
The media industry will undergo a major transition this year as it grapples with its changing role and status. A renewal of investigative journalism: the media has ridden the wave of reporting rather than true journalism since the early 1990’s. Current affairs programs on television/radio and in print have resorted to a flea market approach to the world. The where/when/what/who is relatively mastered … the WHY will be dusted off fairly rapidly as programmers and news editors realise that keeping pace with a naïve populace no longer works. People will need (and be hungry for) something that inspires, feeds the mind and soul and expands the knowledge base. By July to December, the retro Pluto in Sagittarius will be revealing the extent to which journalism and media have contributed to the societal woes and problems. 
Sports and celebrities (movie, television and radio ‘stars’ especially) will gradually lose their glitz and glamour. Both will begin to take a more sedate and useful role rather than a projection of heroism or idealism. Skill and talent will become more respected than personality or show. In some ways, we know more about physical (and created social personas) stars now than just that they shine. Sports and athletics will recede to recreation and additional status. Corruption in both celebrity worlds (fashion, music and film/television) and in sports areas - will be investigated well into 2009. A great deal will surface July – November this year. 
The travel industry will need to reconcile fewer travellers with a higher quality service required. Tourists will begin to seek quality experiences in environmentally clean and healthy places. Mobility will be restricted and local recreation/holiday services will be highly sought after. 
Music, art and video culture will be ransacked in the search for that which is meaningful and aesthetically pleasing.  What is classical in nature and character rather than in traditional sense, will be valued. 
Fashion will undergo a massive transformation as people seek functionalism and long wearing garments which are climate adaptable and classy/classic in form and line. The ‘buy now and enjoy the fad’ will fade away. The concept of ‘fashion’ in many aspects of our created world will be under the microscope. 
Furniture will adopt a new functionalism and wood will resurface as a valuable resource. 
Craftsmanship will resurface as valued skills are sought. [In all trades]
Multiculturalism will give way to humanism. The new prejudice will be against that which is ‘non-humane’. Cultural specifics will lose their glamour. Civilised behaviour and civilisation will become more valued that passing ‘norms’. 
Entertainment will be less about ‘BIG’ and adventure/excitement and more about quality and shared experience. Humour will lighten the otherwise serious tone of the societal revelations and subsequent transformation. Documentaries and educational knowledge based television will become more popular than ‘crime’ shows or so called reality shows. [E.g. Sleek geeks.] Medical shows will continue to be popular until late 2009/10 when the emphasis will shift onto law (Judge Deed) and marriage/relationships with greater depth and purpose. The need to educated and teach parenting will become so apparent that the examples and influences portrayed through television shows and advertising will become a serious social concern. The use of television/games/internet to occupy children will surface as a major contributor to social problems. The content will be revitalised and upgraded. 
Wealth and Prosperity will become distasteful if not contributing to the wider community. The experience of plenty will wear thin if the quality of lifestyle suffers. Abundance and plenty in a qualitative sense will be much sought after. The existence of poverty amidst plenty will be raised as a major social issue. 
Business will emerge with a new strength and dignity if evidently useful and constructive for the civilising of our societies. Many large corporate entities and powerful monetary influences will be revealed to have hollow bases and built upon shifting sands. Those which last will become respected Institutions which will help to preserve and protect what is of real value to the wider Global and local communities. Once again, quality will gradually replace quantity. 
Work smart will replace work hard.  Less time and more quality productivity will be the benefits of skill and intelligence, of knowledge and of abilities. People will not be interested in working long hours for what is perceived as unnecessary or harmful business enterprises. Coercion and persuasion will be too obvious to use as means of attracting quality staff. The ability to share tasks and responsibilities, in both workplaces and domestic life, will slowly become highly valued and much sought after assets and skills. (This latter will be begin now but be consolidated in 2009/10/11 with the added simplification of law and justice … Saturn in Libra). 
Parenting skills and the role of parenting will undergo a major overhaul. Increasing consideration will be given to quality care and nurturing of the species. There will be a gradual and definite reduction in the population and the ability to procreate. Once again ‘more is not better’ will affect collective expectations and beliefs. Training and preparation for possible ‘employed parenting’ will be raised as a seed social thought. 
Medical and health techniques and administration will quickly shift from ‘preservation’ to ‘prevention’. This will impact greatly on aged care. Efficiency and effectiveness of services will become the major goal. Pharmaceutical industries will be investigated and this will continue well into the next decade. 
Traditions created anew during this period of transformation will last for some time. New methods of solemnisation and ceremonial expression will facilitate group consciousness and recognition of shared experience. Some of these will be morphed from old traditions, some will be created anew. Some old traditions will disintegrate as the basis for them is eroded through an expanded understanding and perspective and through the changes in social structure.  There will be revelation of inaccuracies in recorded and taught histories. 
The trees of organised crime and their roots and branches will gradually be revealed. 
Compassion, understanding, forgiveness, mercy and objectivity will arise from the mass collective humanitarianism. This will confront the more conventional institutions and provoke the transformation of social expectations. By the time Saturn moves into Libra in late 2009/10 the legal profession and process of law will be spotlighted in the glare of the expanding social consciousness for its injustices, inequalities and inefficiencies. 
Overall, we shall become very busy dealing with natural (or Unnatural) disasters triggered by earth changes. Governments will need emergency plans and resources.
7. TRANSITS AND CYCLES
Weather: Wind and rain until late February. Floods until early May; fires and volcanic activity in July/August; fires and earthquakes in November and December 08; Mars in Sagittarius will make 2008/9 summer in Australia a dangerous bushfire season and set off volcanoes elsewhere in the world. Expect earthquakes around January – March 2009, and wild windstorms February 2009. 
Major: Societal
Unlike the past few years, 2008 will be relatively free of major transits. Rather, it is the faster moving planets assisting personal development which will trigger the outer transpersonal giants. 
There is a strongly mystical influence around all year and the occasional Yod (covenant). Expect to feel quite strange as the energies change and our subtle bodies respond. Let density slowly dissipate and a lighter being strengthen and gradually emerge.
